Hardy tall shrub to small tree with olive-coloured 
leaves that have a silvery underside. Pale yellow 
flowers are densely packed in cylindrical spikes 
which are up to 100mm long.

•	 Fine leaves appear silvery when blowing in the 
wind 

Japanese Zelkova
Zelkova serrata
 
A fast-growing, drought-tolerant tree with a 
rounded canopy. Its spreading, upright branches 
make for a great shade tree. As outer grey-brown 
bark exfoliates, it reveals smooth newer, reddish-
brown bark.

•	 Brilliant predominantly yellow autumn colour
•	 Green-yellow flowers appear in spring
